INTRODUCTION: What the Learning Styles Profiler (LSP) measures

The report is based on scores of the Learning Styles Profiler (LSP) completed by xxxxx. The Learning Styles Profiler
provides a measure of present learning based on a neuropsychological model in which learning is divided into the
following:

In terms of conscious ‘thinking’ learning:

A high scoring Goal Oriented Achiever is a person who sets learning goals which are generally both hard and
specific and who has the self-confidence (i.e. self-efficacy) to be able to achieve these goals. High functional
performance comes from setting goals which are difficult and specific so that maximum resources can be properly
allocated towards the achievement of the goal. Such people understand that goals are variable and controllable
and direct their resources towards goal achievement. They make their satisfaction contingent upon achieving the
goal. A high Goal Oriented Achiever provides re-expression of the instinctive urge to have sensations and
redirects it so that positive goals and outcomes are achieved. Lower scorers tend to want to compare their
performance with others, be more interested in avoiding failure than achieving success, have little confidence in
their likelihood of achieving the goals or may simply not appreciate the advantages of goal setting.

Competencies measured: Planning and Organizing, Assertiveness and Decisiveness, Adaptability and Resilience, Achievement motivation.

A highly Emotionally Intelligent Achiever score suggests a low avoidant person who is able to learn from
mistakes. Such a person has a scientific, detached and autonomous learning style that processes information in an
emotionally intelligent manner. In doing so, mistakes are learnt from instead of avoided. This is an adaptive
learning style in which emotional intelligent learning is displayed. A high Emotionally Intelligent scorer is
controlling the instinctive urge to explore the world so that positive outcomes can be achieved. Low Emotionally
Intelligent Achievers can learn quickly, but what they learn is to avoid activities that lead to mistakes and
therefore they do not learn how to overcome the mistakes. Such people feel dependent on others and chance - they
lack autonomy and do not act on logical emotions .

Competencies measured: Analysis and Decision making, Interpersonal sensitivity.

A high scoring Conscientious Achiever is a responsible and wise learner who uses complex higher level learning
and goals to understand difficult to interpret information (such as to do with social rules, norms and conventions).



A high scoring Conscientious Achiever provides re-expression of instinctive urge to explore the world so that
positive goals and outcomes can be achieved. A low scoring Conscientious Achiever finds it hard to learn
complex and fuzzy information.

Competencies measured: Planning and Organizing, Good sense.

o A high Deep Learning Achiever score indicates a learner who has a 'love of learning' and is open to new ideas.
High Deep Learning Achievers learn and know a lot. They see the problems and the complexities and want to find
deep answers. Through being open and reflective, they also find it hard to focus on and implement solutions.
Nevertheless, such people should be highly valued for their general knowledge base as they love to learn. A low
Deep Learning Achiever score indicates a practical person who has a single-minded and expedient focus on
learning just the appropriate knowledge. Whilst there may be also a lack of broader knowledge of complexities,
this focus provides a more practical and applied approach to problem solving.

Competencies measured: Strategic perspective.

In terms of instinctive learning:

o A high Sensation Seeker score suggests an approach oriented person who loves to get involved in new activities
which is fundamental to generating many learning opportunities. This appetite for learning creates the
opportunities for advancement, but this does not always have to be functional. Functional learning is usually
associated with conscious control as shown by the above scales. These conscious mechanisms redirect and re-
express the instinctive drive to explore such that positive outcomes can be achieved. A low Sensaton Seeker
score suggests a cautious person who tends to have little appetite for generating new learning opportunities.
Without the desire to initiate, there can be few action-oriented learning opportunities. Low Sensation Seekers may
have learnt lessons well in the past so that they are now more cautious, but a low score will still indicate someone
who does not presently have an “appetite’ for learning.

Competencies measured: Energy and Initiative

and low scores have low percentile scores. An average score is shown as the 50th percentile.

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PART 1: xxxxx's preferred learning style(s)

Instinctive need for Sensation Seeking.

When both a high Sensation seeker and a Conscientious Achiever, it may seem that there is an apparent conflict
between these two different learning styles. However this is not the case because Sensation seeker represents an
instinct to learn whereas Conscientiousness represents a conscious redirection of these instincts. It simply means
that these two methods of learning provide some balance.

As a very strong Sensation seeker, xxxxx will be very highly engrossed ininitiating learning opportunities. He



enjoys searching for and experiencing new forms of stimuli and enthusiastically tries to get involved in all that
life has to offer. This appetite and instinct for obtaining immediate learning experiences means that the present
tends to dominate his life. New learning experiences are welcomed with eagerness and interest even though it is
not always clear what the positive outcome of these experiences will be. He needs constant stimulation from these
new and challenging experiences. He loves to leap into an activity, only later considering the ramifications of his
actions. xxxxx is continually seeking newinteresting experiences to fill his time, particularly when his attention to
a previous activity is beginning to wane.

xxxxxhas lots of self-confidence and has learnt that atiievement and success comes from setting goals and tasks.
It is through having a successful goal orientation that he is able to succeed and overcome challenges and obstacles
through allocating thinking resources towards the problem. As soon as one goal is achieved, another and probably
harder goal will then be set. Satisfaction however tends to be contingent upon goal success so this person will
likely have a general need to succeed in order to stay happy.

xxxxx's least preferred congious learning styles are Conscientious Achiever, Emotionally Intelligent Achiever,
and Deep Learning Achiever

XXXXX is a responsible and wise personwho has learnt that rash decisions can be avoided by collecting, checking
and sifting through the available facts, data and information. He prefers to consider and obtain all the options
thoroughly before he reaches a final decision. He is therefore not a fan of rushing into things, instead preferring to
sit back and observe a situation objectively as it develops. When he does speak his mind, it will be based on facts
and careful scrutiny, not just a whim. He has learnt and has insight into complex social rules such that reliability
and responsibility are highly valued. This person will tend to have high self-standards and be on time for meetings
and deadlines.

XXXXX tends to approach problems solving with moderate levels of detachment, scientific thought and logic in his
life. Although he has learnt to be relatively logical and rational in decision-making, he is also a bit dependent on
intuitive solutions, or simply is a bit reliant on colleagues. As a result, xxxxx dos not always independently
question the basic issues in a scientific and logical way which would lead to a completely rational approach.

XXXXX is reasonably hands-on and canenjoy putting ideas into action, when he deems it necessary. He can be
intolerant of long-winded ventures at times, but also has the capacity for patience and for well-thought out but
sometimes impractical ideas. He is reasonably able to learn in applied problem solving activities in which the
solution as well as the depth of knowledge is prized, and when implementing things of a quite practical nature.

Summary

Overall, xxxxx has a very strong preference for being a Senation seeker. This level of instinctive urge to learn is
expressed through a strong preference for being a Goal oriented achiever, a high preference for being a
Conscientious achiever, a medium preference for being an Emotionally intelligent achiever, and a average
preference for being a Deep learning achiever. In short, these results indicate he is enthusiastic about initiating
new learning activities; is highly interested in setting goals and developing self-confidence to achieve these goals;
is good at developing a deep and wise understanding of the issues; is average at logically and independently
understanding the basic problem and is somewhat keen to reflect and deeply consider issues and problems.

PART 2: Creating the best conditions for xxxxx's efficient learning

As a very strong Sensation seeker, Chris will be least likely to learn from, and will find it hard to learn in
situations that involve self-development such as where:

enthusiasm is not rewarded

he has to work in solitary or in a quiet environment.

mistakes and learning from mistakes is not tolerated

speed of decision making is not of the essence.

he has to spend a lot of time preparing for something that does not seem worthwhile.
he has to complete repetitive or joyless tasks.

Now consider the kind of conditions that appeal to his higher scoring conscious learning styles. The conscious
learning styles provide a redirection of the instinctive urge to learn such that generally people who are higher in
Sensation seeker are also higher in one or more of the four achievement styles but of course this is not always the
case.

PART 3: Getting future learning experiences right

A training program of some sort is the most likely form of contact he will have with a learning experience. The
following is a list of important questions he should ask, enabling him to make an informed choice as to whether
learning opportunities will be maximized.

PART 4: Developing the less optimal learning styles

Achievers) may be highly valued in some environments and so self-development towards greater reflectivity at
the cost of expediency may be simply inappropriate.

If xxxxx wants to improve his styleas an Conscientious Achiever, Emotionally Intelligent Achiever or Deep
Learning Achiever learner because his score was low, the first task is to decide what aspects he would like to
develop. A useful starting point is to do an analysis of the LSP items where his answer contributed to a lower
score.

Achiever style)

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer indicates a focus on practical success orientation, but insufficient love of learning
concerning the deeper issues.

o Your work work should be based on deep learning of issues. Try to conceptualize and understand the
question at different levels, as opposed to focussing on the solution.

5. | have at least as much will-power as the next person. FALSE (Conscientious Achiever style)

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer suggests need for development of autonomy, rationality and responsibility.
o Development: Try to learn to be more scientific in self-evaluation so that strengths as well as weaknesses
are considered. This objectivity will help build confidence in self as well.

9. | am so thoughtful and reflective that my friends sometimes call me a dreamer. FALSE (Deep
Learning Achiever style)

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer suggests a practical focus which, while initially beneficial, does not allow you to
learn through deep reflection.

o Development: Allow yourself time to reflect on past experiences and dreams for the future. At the same
time remember that dreams must become goals to promote practical success in pursuits.

20. When | want to buy something expensive, | can save patiently. FALSE (Conscientious Achiever
style)

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer indicates a lack of patience, planning and responsibility. Ultimately, ‘delay of
gratification’ leads to achievement.
o Development: Try to focus on developing a plan that will get you to your end goal.

24. 1 enjoy solving problems even though they have no practical application. FALSE (Deep Learning
Achiever style)

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer indicates a practical success orientation, but one which is limited by a reluctance
to engage in deep thinking and reflection.

o Development: Try to focus more on abstract problems as this will tend to lead to greater and more varied
learning while undertaking a project. It is important to consider solutions with no practical value since they
will often be useful in different contexts in the future.

29. | have tried to write poetry. FALSE (Deep Learning Achiever style)
o Reason: A ‘False’ answer indicates a practical success orientation, but one which is limited by a reluctance
to engage in deep thinking and reflection.
o Development: Try reflecting about your life experiences and knowledge in various different ways (such as
by poetry) so that greater insight learning takes place.
43. | occasionally make decisions by tossing a coin. TRUE (Emotionally Intelligent Achiever style)
o Reason: A “True’ answer suggests avoidance of decision-making.

o Reason: A ‘False’ answer indicates a lack of self-confidence in abilities. This will inhibit ability to pursue
new learning opportunities.

Focus on the end goal and the allocation of
resources in order to motivate appropriate actions.

o Reason: A “True’ answer indicates a haphazard adoption of novel ideas, and does not demonstrate reasoned
and emotionally intelligent action.

o Development: There are always advantages with new ideas but keep them in context by considering the
problems association with the new ideas. In other words, be scientific and logical in the reasoning which is
applied.

PART 5: Putting the results into context

Assistance can be obtained in two ways. When
o he wants to check his LSP results with other people’s opinions of his learning preferences.
o he is choosing further learning activities.

Verifying the accuracy of the Learning Styles Profiler

It is likely that after completion of the LSP, he will want to verify if other people agree with the results, especially



if he is unsure of their accuracy. Seeking other opinions is a good thing to do since it encourages insight. Most
importantly of all though, be aware of how easy it is to over-interpret results. Avoid focussing on what might be
perceived as negative points and instead see them as self-development points. Moreover no psychological test can
claim perfect accuracy and so discussion afterwards often helps put test results in context. Psychological tests can
be regarded as providing insight and a useful domain for further discussion.

Choosing further learning experiences

The LSP provides useful information in assisting xxxxx choose learning activiies that match his style of learning.
There are two important ways in which help can be provided. First, in providing assistance in choosing activities
that match his preferred learning style. Second, in helping him choose activities that develop poorer learning
styles to help develop the "all round' learner.
